Dear Mr. Vadym Chaikovskyi,

The LEPL National Food Agency (NFA) of the Ministry of Environmental Protection and Agriculture of
Georgia avails itself of the opportunity to present to You and to the State Service of Ukraine on Food Safety and

Consumer Protection assurances of its highest consideration.

In response to your letter regarding export of plant and plant products, including grain, we would like to
inform you, that the following phytosanitary requirements apply for the import of abovementioned consignments

from Ukraine to Georgia:

1. According to procedures laid down in Resolution N°426 of the Government of Georgia, of December 31st,
2010, on Approval of Rules and Conditions for Issuing Permits and Forms Thereof by Legal Entity of Public
Law — Revenue Service and Legal Entity of Public Law — National Food Agency, the interested person or
his representative should apply to the NPPO of Georgia (LEPL National Food Agency) with a request for a
phytosanitary import permit, in these document it will be specified what phytosanitary requirements the
consignment must meet.

2. According to requirements laid down in Resolution N°463 of the Government of Georgia, of September
20th, 2019, on Approval of Rules on Phytosanitary and Veterinary Border-Quarantine Controls, for the
import of consignments under phytosanitary control into Georgia, the consignment must be accompanied

by a phytosanitary import permit issued by the NPPO of Georgia based on the photosanitary certificate
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issued by the NPPO of exporting country (in our case, Ukraine), which will confirm that the cargo is free
from quarantine pests and diseases listed in List of quarantine pests of Georgia (link is provided below).

Current phytosanitary requirements of Georgia can be found on the web page of International Plant

Moreover, except phytosanitary requirements, for the export of grain seeds into Georgia, there are other

requirements in place to be considered, particularly:

a.

In order to protect food safety and plant biodiversity, as part of the monitoring plan in force at customs, the
grain seed for planting is also subjected to research in an relevant accredited laboratory to verify that one
is not genetically modified.

Imported grain seed must be accompanied by a document (certificate) issued by the relevant governmental

authority of Ukraine, confirming the quality of the seed.
