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Health requirements for non-commercial movement
of pet animals of order Rodentia, Reptilia, Amphibia,
Lagomorpha, Pisces into Hungary

The introduction of pet animals of order Rodentia,
Reptilia, Amphibia, Lagomorpha, Pisces into Hungary is
possible accompanied by a Veterinary certificate for the
transport of certain pet animal(s) of non-commercial
purpose to Hungary (hereinafter — veterinary certificate).

The maximum number of pet animals, which may
accompany the owner during a single non-commercial
movement shall not exceed five animals, according to
the Regulation of European Parliament and Council
(EU) No. 576/2013.

The consignment must comply with the conditions set
out in the veterinary certificate mentioned above.

The veterinary certificate must be completed by a local
competent official veterinarian.

The issued veterinary certificate must accompany the
consignment from the place of dispatch to the border
control post of entry where the document and the
consignment will be checked.

The certificate mentioned above must be issued on the
day of dispatch and all deadlines count from that date.

The introduction of mentioned above pet animals may
only be done via an approved border control post (BCP),
where the consignment must undergo a veterinary
inspection, which can be found on the link:
