Appendix

Protocol for trial shipments for import of fresh Apple fruits from Ukraine to

India with pre-shipment cold treatments

1. Four numbers (04 Nos.) of trial shipments will be allowed only from
pre-designated Indian Ports which includes the Ports of Mumbai, Delhi,
Chennai, Kandla and Kolkata. Further, the details of the shipment such as
importer, date of dispatch/ arrival, Phytosanitary Certificate (PSC), point of
entry in India, mode of transportationetc. should be informed well in
advance (at least 15 days prior to arrival of each shipment) to enable NPPO,
India for advance planning to conduct Plant Quarantine inspections,
samplings and related matters.

2. Only one container will be allowed in one trial shipment by sea and 800 to
1000 kg will be allowed in trial shipment by air.

3. There will minimum seven days interval between trial shipments.

4. Official sampling, inspection and necessary laboratory testing will have to be
carried out by NPPO, Ukraine and the treatment details & other additional
declarations/ special conditions agreed bilaterally should be endorsed in
PSC prior to export by the NPPO, Ukraine.

5. The consignments should be shipped in refrigerated container.

6. The inspection, sampling and detailed laboratory testing of representative
samples at the point of entry will be done by the team of Plant Quarantine
Officers comprising Technical experts/Subject Matter Specialists nominated
by the Plant Protection Adviser for each trial shipment.



7. If intercepted with quarantine/exotic pests, trial shipments will be declared
unsuccessful and will be deported/ destroyed as per the provisions of Plant
Quarantine Order, 2003. However, if intercepted with non-quarantine pest,
the success/ failure of the shipment will be evaluated based on the
phytosanitary significance of the intercepted pest and will be released after
treating with available mitigation measures. If mitigation measures are not
available, the consignment will be deported/ destroyed as per the provisions
of Plant Quarantine Order, 2003.

8. If any of the trial shipment is unsuccessful due to interception of pests,
Phytosanitary conditions may be reviewed through bilateral negotiations.

9. Once all trial shipments are successful, Plant Quarantine Order, 2003 will be

amended accordingly.
