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PROTOCOL ON INSPECTION, PHYTOSANITARY AND SANITARY
REQUIREMENTS FOR WHEATMEAL EXPORTED FROM UKRAINE
TO THE PEOPLE’S REPUBLIC OF CHINA BETWEEN THE STATE
SERVICE OF UKRAINE ON F OOD SAFETY AND CONSUMER
PROTECTION AND THE GENERAL ADMINISTRATION OF
CUSTOMS OF THE PEOPLE’S REPUBLIC OF CHINA

In order to ensure the safety of wheatmeal exported to the People’s Republic
of China from Ukraine, protect the health of consumers and guarantee the safety
of agricultural production and ecological environment in the People’s Republic of
China, following the principles of the World Trade Organization’s (WTQ)
Agreement on the Application of Sanitary and Phytosanitary Measures (SPS
Agreement), based on the assessment of food safety management system and the
pest risk analysis, the State Service of Ukraine on Food Safety and Consumer
Protection (hereinafter referred to as “the SSUFSCP”) and the General
Administration of Customs of the People’s Republic of China (hereinafter referred
to as “the GACC”) have, through amiable consultations, reached the following
agreement on the inspection, phytosanitary and sanitary requirements for the

export of wheatmeal from Ukraine to the People’s Republic of China:

Article 1
In the Protocol, “wheatmeal” refers to the fine, powdery product, which is
produced within Ukraine for human consumption by using wheat (Triticum

aestivum L.) grown within the territory of Ukraine as the raw material.

Article 2
The SSUFSCP ensures that wheatmeal exported from Ukraine to the

People’s Republic of China shall comply with laws and regulations on food safety
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- and plant quarantine of the People’s Republic of China and national food safety
standards of the People’s Republic of China, as well as with the provisions of this
Protocol. .

| The SSUFSCP ensures that wheatmeal exported from Ukraine to the
People’s Republic of China shall not contain Tilletia controversa J.G. Kiihn, and

be free of live insects and other impurities intentionally added or mixed.

Article 3

The SSUFSCP shall oversee and regulate the wheat grains cultivation as
raw material, production of wheatmeal, storage of wheat grains and wheatmeal,
transportation, and exportation processes of wheatmeal intended for export to the
People’s Republic of China, ensuring compliance with the relevant food safety
and sanitary requirements of both the People’s Republic of China and Ukraine to
prevent contamination by pathogenic microorganisms or toxic and hazardous
substances.

The SSUFSCP, in accordance with International Standard for Phytosanitary
Measures No.6 (ISPM 6) "Surveillance" and internationally recognized
principles, shall conduct surveillance to detect Tilletia controversa J.G. Kiihn in
wheat growing areas, and conduct annual food safety risk monitoring plan for
wheatmeal exported from Ukraine to the People’s Republic of China.

Upon request from the GACC, the SSUFSCP shall provide the GACC with
all the annual results of surveillance on Tilletia controversa J.G. Kiihn and food

safety risk monitoring for wheatmeal.

Article 4
The SSUFSCP ensures that the raw materials for wheatmeal shall be
supplied by the enterprises recognized by the SSUFSCP as complying with the
quarantine phytosanitary and food safety requirements of the People’s Republic
of China and national food safety standards of the People’s Republic of China, as
well as with the provisions of this Protocol, and put it on record by the SSUFSCP.
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Article 5

The SSUFSCP shall inspect the production, processing and storage
enterprises of wheatmeal exported to the People’s Republic of China, in
accordance with the requirements of “Regulations of the People's Republic of
China on the Registration and Administration of Overseas Manufacturers of
Imported Food” and shall recommend registered production and processing
enterprises to the GACC. The GACC shall register the production and processing
enterprises recommended by the SSUFSCP.

After obtaining registration in the People’s Republic of China, the
production and processing enterprisesb can start exporting wheatmeal to the

People’s Republic of China.

Article 6

The SSUFSCP ensures that wheatmeal exported from Ukraine to the
People’s Republic of China shall be packed in new, clean, hygienic and breathable
materials that meet the food safety and phytosanitary requirements of the People’s
Republic of China, and spillages should be prevented during the transportation.
The SSUFSCP ensures that each package shall be clearly labeled “This product is
exported to the People’s Republic of China”, and shall contain the information on
traceability of wheatmeal in English or Chinese: the name of the product, the place
of wheatmeal production, the name and registration number of the production and
processing enterprises of wheatmeal in the People’s Republic of China, the name
and address of the exporter. The SSUFSCP ensures that the above information

may be affixed to any package in the form of a label.

| Article 7
Prior to the shipment for export, the SSUFSCP shall conduct an inspection
of the transport vehicles used for shipment of wheatmeal for compliance with the
phytosanitary, sanitary, anti-epidemic requirements of the GACC and the
SSUFSCP, the lack of any pests of quarantine importance to the People’s Republic
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of China or other regulated pests, such as weed seeds, live insects, as well as other

‘grain impurities, plant residues, soil and other impurities.

Article 8

Before export of wheatmeal to the People’s Republic of China, the
SSUFSCP ensures that measures are taken to prevent the export of a batch of
wheatmeal infected with Tilletia controversa J.G. Kiihn.

During the quarantine and inspection process conducted by the SSUFSCP,
in case the SSUFSCP detects Tilletia controversa J.G. Kiihn in exported
consignment of wheatmeal, the SSUFSCP shall immediately inform the GACC
and suspend the export of wheatmeal made of wheat grown in the relevant areas.
After the examination of the information provided by the SSUFSCP and
phytosanitary risk assessment by the GACC, the SSUFSCP shall resume the
export of wheatmeal from relevant areas and from relevant production and
processing enterprises.

The SSUFSCP shall prevent the export from Ukraine of wheatmeal that
does not meet the national food safety standards of the People’s Republic of

China.

Article 9

Before exporting, the SSUFSCP must provide a phytosanitary certificate for
the wheatmeal which has undergone phytosanitary procedures and meets the
requirements of the Protocol agreed upon.

The SSUFSCP ensures that the “Additional Declaration” field of the
certificate should specify the name of the production and processing enterprise,
its registration number in the People’s Republic of China, as well as the following
wording: “The consignment of wheatmeal covered by this phytosanitary
certificate complies with the provisions of the Protocol between the State Service
of Ukraine on Food Safety and Consumer Protection and the General

Administration of Customs of the People’s Republic of China on compliance with
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the Inspection, Phytosanitary and Sanitary Requirem¢nts for Wheatmeal Exported
from Ukraine to the Peoplé’s Republic of China. This consignment shall be free
from Tilletia controversa J.G. Kiihn.”. |
The SSUFSCP shall in advance provide the GACC with a sample of the valid
* phytosanitary certificate to verify its authenticity by the GACC upon arrival of
the wheatmeal consignment.
~ To ensure the safety of wheatmeal exported to the People’s Republic of
China, the SSUFSCP shall provide an international certificate for the export from
Ukraine of food products of non-animal origin for each batch of the wheatmeal

exported to the People’s Republic of China.

Article 10

Upon the arrival of wheatmeal at the Chinese point of entry on the territory
of the People’s Republic of China, the GACC shall conduct quarantine inspection,
which results in a decision on the possibility of importing wheatmeal into the
People’s Republic of China. |

In case of non-compliance of the wheatmeal with the quarantine
phytosanitary and food safety requirements of the People’s Republic of China and
national food safety standards of the People’s Republic of China as well as the
provisions of this Protocol, the GACC may apply measures such as phytosanitary
decontamination processing, return or destruction.

The GACC shall immediately inform the SSUFSCP in written form about
the violations of the quarantine phytosanitary and food safety requirements of the
People’s Republic of China, national food safety standards of the People’s
Republic of China, and the provisions of this Protocol, as well as of the measures
taken. In case of repeated violations, the GACC may decide on the suspension of
import from the relevant production and processing enterprises exporting

wheatmeal, as well as from storage facilities, about which it immediately informs

the SSUFSCP.
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Article 11

The GACC, on the basis of information provided by the SSUFSCP in
accordance with Article 3 and Article 8 of the Protocol and the violations
intercepted by the GACC, shall have the right to reassess risk analysis.

If necessary, the GACC may send specialists to Ukraine to conduct on-site
inspections. The SSUFSCP shall be responsible for expenses related to the on-site
inspections and assist in the organization of the mentioned inspections, including
the drawing up of an inspection plan, and shall ensure the issuance of an invitation
for the entry into Ukraine of specialists of the GACC and their accompanying

during the inspection.

Article 12
The cooperation of the SSUFSCP and the GACC within the framework of

this Protocol shall be carried out in accordance with the legislation of the People’s

Republic of Ukraine and China.

Article 13
Any disputes between the SSUFSCP and the GACC regarding the
interpretation or the implementation of this Protocol shall be settled through
negotiations or consultations between the SSUFSCP and the GACC.

Article 14
By written agreement of the SSUFSCP and the GACC, this Protocol may

be amended and supplemented.

Article 15
This Protocol shall enter into force on the date of its signature and shall
remain in force for a period of five (5) years. Thereafter, this Protocol shall be
automatically extended for the consecutive five-year periods, unless one of the

SSUFSCP and the GACC notifies the other one of its intention to terminate this
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Protocol by a notice in a written form. This Protocol shall terminate six (6) months -
after the other one receives the relevant written notice.
