Subject: Updated Phytosanitary Requirements for Wheat Grain Importation from
Ukraine

Dear Mr. Chaikovskyi,

The Indonesian Quarantine Authority (IQA) presents its compliments to the State
Service of Ukraine on Food Safety and Consumer Protection (SSUFSCP) Ukraine and
expresses its appreciation for the continued cooperation and commitment to facilitating
and strengthening bilateral trade relations between our two countries.

| am writing this letter to formally notify you of the updated phytosanitary requirements
governing the importation of wheat grain from Ukraine. This update was generated
and referred to the updated regulations of IQA. The detailed provisions of these
requirements are set out in the attached document hereto for your reference.

In this regard, we kindly request that SSUFSCP incorporate these updated
phytosanitary requirements into its official export certification procedures, as they will
serve as the mandatory basis for the issuance of all future phytosanitary certificates
for Ukraine wheat grain exports to Indonesia. Please be advised that these updated
requirements will take effect on 1 June 2026. Until such time, all previously established
requirements shall remain in effect, including the mandatory treatment requirements
in the country of origin.

Please note that, under the updated requirements, all consignments of wheat grain
from Ukraine shall originate from export facilities which are registered by the National
Plant Protection Organization (NPPO) of Ukraine. To ensure a smooth transition
without disruption to existing trade, we kindly request that SSUFSCP submit to IQA
the list of registered export facilities, including their respective registration code
numbers, for approval, no later than 29 May 2026. The list may be conveyed through
official correspondence providing a direct link to the relevant list on your official
website.

Please also note that IQA may, as necessary, conduct on-site field verification visits
to Ukraine to evaluate and support the effective implementation of the updated
phytosanitary requirements. The visit plan will be communicated in a timely manner
prior to their implementation.

PHYTOSANITARY REQUIREMENTS FOR WHEAT GRAIN ( 7riticum aestivum)
IMPORTED FROM UKRAINE

A. General Requirements
The consignment of wheat grain from Ukraine must be:

1. Accompanied by a Phytosanitary Certificate (PC) issued by the National Plant
Protection Organization (NPPO) of Ukraine.

2. Through the designated point of entry in Indonesia.

3. Notified and submitted to the plant quarantine officer at the point of entry for conducting
phytosanitary inspection and/or any other phytosanitary measures.

4. In case the consignment imported into a third country, the consignment must be
accompanied by a phytosanitary certificate for re-export, issued by the NPPO of the
third country and accompanied by a copy of the PC from Ukraine.

B. Specific Requirements
1. In the country of origin
The consignment of wheat grain from Ukraine must be:

a. originated from export facility registered by the NPPO of Ukraine.

b. free from infestation or infection by pests of concern listed in Section C and verified
through phytosanitary inspection in Ukraine.

c. free from soil, weeds, plant debris, and other contaminants.

d. treated with fumigation with the following treatment schedule to eliminate insect
pests and information of the treatment must be stated in the treatment section of
the PC:

Phosphine (PHs)

Temperature (°C) Dosage (gram/m?®) Exposure time (days)
> 20 8 5
16 - 20 8 10
11-15 9 14

e. accompanied by a PC document issued by NPPO of Ukraine, including the
following statement in the Additional Declaration section:

“This is fo certify that this consignment complies with Indonesian Phyftosanitary
Requirements for the export of Wheat Grain (Triticum aestivumL.) from Ukraine to
the Republic of Indonesia’.

and
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“This is also to certify that this consignment is originates from registered export
facility with identification code: .... (registered code)’.

2. InIndonesia

a. Upon arrival at the entry point, the wheat grain consignment shall be subject to
plant quarantine measures and/or other border control procedures in accordance
with Indonesian regulations.

b. After release from the point of entry, the wheat grain must be transported or moved
safely (without spillage) to a storage and processing facility approved by the IQA.

C. Pests of Concern
Insects
1. Trogoderma granarium (khapra beetle)
Fungi
2. Fusarium culmorum (culm rot of cereals)
3. Fusarium sporotrichioides (kernel rot of maize)

4. Gibberella avenacea (Fusarium blight)
5. Gibberella zeae (headblight of maize)

Bacteria

6. Pseudomonas syringae pv. syringae (bacterial eye spot)
7. Erwinia rhapontici (wheat pink seed)

D. Other requirements

1. The consignment of wheat grain from Ukraine must be accompanied by prior notice
issued by the exporter or its representatives in Ukraine before dispatchment.

2. The consignment of wheat grain from Ukraine must comply with Indonesian food safety
regulations.
