Requirements and procedures for export from Ukraine to the Republic of
Bulgaria of complete plant-based feed for broilers, pigs and cattle, as well as
plant-based feed mixture for black soldier fly larvae

Import of feed from third countries is allowed when the producer in the third country
has a representative settled on the territory of the European Union (EU). The importer
guarantees that feed producer from the third country complies with the EU legislation.
Therefore, feed cannot be directly imported and sold in Bulgaria. The operator
(representative) guarantees that the third-country establishment complies with the EU
legislation requirements concerning the feed to be imported.

He shall be responsible for ensuring that imported feed complies with all the
requirements of applicable feed legislation relating to the relevant type of feed in
accordance with Article 12(2) of Regulation (EC) No 767/2009 in reference with
Article 11 of Regulation (EC) No 178/2002. In order for plant-based feed to be
imported and placed on the market, the same must be traded by an operator registered
within the meaning of Article 9 of Regulation (EC) No 183/2005 in reference with
Article 15 of the Feed Act. A representative on the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria
may be a natural or legal person who acts as an operator in the feed sector registered
in accordance with Article 15(1) of the Feed Act in reference with Article 9 of
Regulation (EC) No 183/2005 and entered in the List of Registered Importers of Feed
from Third Countries in accordance with Article 18 of Ordinance 109 of 12 September
2006 on the official control of feed (only for feed of plant origin) or registered in the
TRACES NT system (only for feed containing animal proteins, in which case the
certificate is available on the TRACES NT system). The registration procedure is set
out in Art. 16 of the Feed Act.

The imported feed must be labeled in Bulgarian and in accordance with the
requirements of Regulation (EC) No. 767/2009.

If the complete compound feed that you intend to import contains feed additives and
premixtures prepared on the basis of feed additives, they must meet the requirements
of Regulation (EC) No. 1831/2003.

The operator shall also provide documents proving that the feed he intends to import
complies with the requirements of the European and national legislation applicable to
the feed sector. Such supporting documents are:

1. A copy of the label/document accompanying the batch in Bulgarian;

2. A copy of the label/document accompanying the batch or a document with
information on the component composition from the manufacturer in the third country.
