UK Border Target Operating Model

On 29 August 2023 the UK government published the Border Target Operating Model
(BTOM), outlining our new import control regime for Sanitary and Phytosanitary (SPS)
controls based on a global risk-based approach, simplified and digitised health certificates
and the use of trust, through Trusted Trader Schemes. This approach was developed to
minimise trader burdens and maintain the UK’s high biosecurity standards, while
remaining aligned with international standards.

| am writing to you to inform you that the first SPS BTOM milestone was implemented
successfully on 31 January 2024. This milestone introduced risk categorisation and
documentary checks for traders importing goods from the European Union and Europe
Free Trade Association countries to Great Britain.

28 days until the second BTOM Milestone

On 30 April 2024, the second BTOM milestone will be implemented introducing the
global model of controls for rest of the world imports. Live animals, germinal products,
products of animal origin, animal by-products will be categorised as high, medium or low
risk, with controls appropriately weighted against the risks posed both by the commodity
and the country of origin.

From 30 April 2024 traders exporting animal products from non-EU countries that have
been risk assessed! to Great Britain:

e will no longer require health certification or checks on a routine basis for low-risk
goods

¢ will need to continue submitting an import notification via IPAFFS and entering GB
via a point of entry with a designated BCP for low-risk goods

1 Refer to Annex | to see a full list of countries that have been risk assessed.
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e will continue to require pre-notification, entry via a point of entry with a suitably
designated BCP and health certification for all medium risk goods. These goods
will continue to be subject to 100% documentary checks. However, there will no
longer be 100% identity and physical checks at BCPs, instead these goods will
have proportionate levels of checks based on their risk category.

¢ will continue to be subject to pre-notification, health certification and,100%
documentary, physical and identity checks for all high-risk goods. These goods
will need to continue entering GB via a point of entry with a BCP designated for
their commodity.

The rest of the world risk categories for risk assessed countries have been published on
gov.uk: Check import risk categories and related rules for animals and animal products
imported from non-EU countries to Great Britain, from 30 April 2024 - GOV.UK
(www.gov.uk)

Whilst we anticipate these will remain broadly stable over time biosecurity and public
health risks are dynamic. Changes in risk categorisation will only be made if the risks are
assessed as having changed. If commodities need to move between risk categories,
traders and trading partners will be given at least three months' notice so that they can
adapt their processes as needed. If urgent protective action is required, we retain the
authority to apply emergency control measures on any commodities that pose an imminent
risk to human or animal health.

We remain fully dedicated to supporting traders in your country as they prepare for
the upcoming changes listed above.

The UK government has published a set of communication assets to support the readiness
of traders.

The UK government will also continue to hold BTOM training sessions for traders online.

The UK Government is publishing the Common User Charge Rate tomorrow

From 30 April 2024, in line with the introduction of risk-based identity and physical checks
BCPs set out in the BTOM, we can confirm that the UK Government will administer a
Common User Charge (CUC) on all SPS imports (from rest of world EU and EFTA
countries) entering the UK through the Port of Dover and Eurotunnel Le Shuttle in Kent
and which are eligible for checks at government run BCPs.

The final CUC rates and approach to charging for products of animal origin (POAQO) and
plants and plant products (P&PP) have now been confirmed taking into account all
industry views and responses to the consultation the UK government ran in July 2023 with

Annex II: Detailed information on the Common User Charge and the published rates

The introduction of new Sanitary and phytosanitary (SPS) import controls as part of the
Border Target Operating Model (BTOM) are fundamental to protecting the UK’s food
supply chain, our food and farming industries, and our natural environment from
biosecurity risks including the costly outbreaks of diseases. Therefore, charges on eligible
imports coming into GB are necessary to fund the operation of planned government-run
Border Control Post (BCP) facilities serving Port of Dover and Eurotunnel Le Shuttle to
make sure physical checks on sanitary and phytosanitary (SPS) imports can be
undertaken safely and securely.

The Common User Charge is:

e a charge for imports on low-risk products of animal origin (POAQO), medium and
high-risk animal products, plants and plant products entering GB through the Port of
Dover or Eurotunnel Le Shuttle which are eligible for checks at a government-run
BCP. The charge will apply to all eligible imports whether or not the import is
selected for a physical check at planned government-run BCP facilities.

e intended to recover the full costs of operating the planned government-run BCP
facilities serving Port of Dover and Eurotunnel Le Shuttle. Operating costs include
all expenses required to run the facility e.g., the operator contract, utilities,
maintenance, business rates and waste management in line with legislation (Article
79 and 81 of the retained Official Controls Regulations 2017).

All industry views and responses to the consultation (in July 2023) have been carefully
considered. Time was needed to work through a range of options for designing and
calculating the rate including charging by inspection; charging by weight; and charging per
Common Health Entry Document (CHED). The Government ruled out these approaches
because they were not proportionate and did not keep the rates as low as possible for
businesses of all sizes.

The final Common User Charge (CUC) rates and approach to charging for low-risk
products of animal origin (POAQO) and medium and high-risk POAO and plants and plant
products (P&PP) have now been confirmed. From 30 April 2024, and in line with the
introduction of risk-based identity and physical BCPs set out in the BTOM, the
Government can confirm it will administer a CUC on all eligible SPS imports (from rest of
world EU and EFTA countries) entering the UK through the Port of Dover and Eurotunnel
Le Shuttle in Kent.

The CUC rate will be a standard flat rate applied to each commodity line within a CHED
dependent on its SPS risk categorisation — high, medium, or low. A CHED with multiple

and differing risk commodity lines, will incur the CUC rate that applies to the highest risk
SPS commodity on the CHED. The charge will apply up to a maximum of five commodity
lines. Any additional commodity lines (in excess of the maximum of five commaodity lines
subject to the charge), will be exempt from the CUC, irrespective of their risk
categorisation. The maximum CUC a trader will pay is £145. Businesses will not be
charged VAT on the CUC rates.

Development of the CUC

The charge has been calculated by dividing the operational costs of planned government-
run BCP facilities by the forecast volume of import commodities eligible for SPS checks.
This approach has been adopted because it flattens the CUC rate and spreads the cost to
be recovered across the maximum number of imports. This approach distributes the cost
across business of all sizes and provides a high level of predictability on costs for all
importers.

The CUC rates for importers at from 30 April 2024 are as follows:

The charge will not apply to P&PP which will be checked at designated Control Points.

A flat rate of £29 will be applied for high Products of Animal Origin (POAQO) and Plants and
Plant Products (P&PP)

A flat rate of £29 will apply to medium-risk Products of Animal Origin (POAO) and Plants
and Plant Products (P&PP)

A flat rate of £29 will apply if a low-risk POAO import is part of a medium or high-risk CHED
This is because medium and high-risk CHED are subject to routine BCP inspections, and



there will be costs required to handle and process low-risk commaodities which are grouped
with medium or high-risk goods.

A flat-rate of £10 will apply to low-risk POAO commodity lines when the CHED tis
comprised solely of low-risk POAO commaodity lines. This is because they will not be
routinely checked at BCPs and will be subject to low frequency intelligent led checks to
monitor compliance.

A flat rate of £10 will apply to low, medium, and high-risk POAO using Great Britain as a
landbridge, by entering or exiting the border, through the Port of Dover and Eurotunnel Le
Shuttle because they will be subject to integrity of the seal checks.

The CUC will not apply to low-risk plants and all plant products or plants and plant products
transiting, either by entering or exiting the UK, through Port of Dover or Eurotunnel. Low-
risk plants and plant products from the EU are not required to make pre-notifications on
IPAFFS because these imports will not be subject to physical BCP checks (under Article
73 of the Plant Health Regulation).If these low-risk commodities are pre-notified on
IPAFFS, the medium/high-risk rate will be applied if they are within the maximum 5
commodity lines on a single CHED.

From 30 April 2024, the importer (or UK customs agent the importer uses for import and
export assistance) will be liable to pay the CUC. The first digital invoices will be issued in
arrears later in the year for charges incurred from 30 April 2024 to support business
readiness. Thereatfter, digital invoices will be issued in arrears on a month-by-month basis.
Further details about the administration of the charge including the process about how and
when importers will be invoiced, and what support there is for business to pay the charge
will be set out in guidance ahead of 30 April 2024 on Welcome to GOV.UK (www.goV.uk).
The CUC will be in addition to any inspection fees applied by the Port Health Authority (for
products of animal origin) and/or the Animal and Plant Health Agency (for plant and plant
products). It will be up to commercial (private) ports to set their own charging structure and
rates for traders using their services.

During the first year of its introduction, import volumes and issues affecting payment
compliance will be monitored so businesses who must pay the charge can be guided by
appropriate advice and support. The impact of the CUC on businesses of all sizes will be
kept under monthly and quarterly reviews, with rates reviewed and updated annually.
CUC rates for live animal will be developed separately to recover costs associated with
operating live animal facilities at the planned government-run BCP facilities. Government
will ensure the rates for live animals are published ahead of implementation to support the
Port of Dover and Eurotunnel Le Shuttle and trader readiness.
